
2012 GAI TRADITIONAL HEALING AND PUBLIC HEALTH OUTREACH ROTATION IN BELIZE
March 10-24 and April 1-15, 2012
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This two-week rotation in Belize and its subtropical forests combines seminars and field study of Medicinal Plants and Cultures of Belize with Public Health Outreach presentations offered by participants to a variety of communities throughout the country. Patient education and presentations with some individual counselling encompass a variety of topics in public health, all of which are designed to promote health improvement, wellness, and disease prevention in Belize in cooperation with patients, communities, at-risk populations, and other members of an interprofessional team of health care providers.

While in Belize, students reside at the GAI Maya Center for Natural Medicine and attend classes and laboratory sessions in ethnobotany, pharmacognosy, and traditional healing with leading local and international experts, including internationally renowned Yucatec Maya bushmaster (or herbalist) Don Heriberto Cocom, creator and keeper of Masewal Garden. 
In addition to their studies, students give public presentations on relevant topics in public health to communities who represent a cross section of ethnic and geographical populations of Belize. 
After the rotation, an optional 1-week tour of the Maya heartland of Mexico, Belize, and Guatemala or the Belizean Barrier Reef is planned.
